Christian Centre (BCC). BCC is home 
to our ministry training centre in Port 
Moresby - Bethel International Training 
Centre (BITC). 

The preschool began at the end of April 
this year. There are 26 children enrolled in 
the preschool. We have received positive 
feedback from parents so far. Our staff 
are doing a fantastic job running the 
school.

Our preschool teachers are graduates 
of Bethel Preschool Teacher Training 
College (BPTTC), one of the courses 
offered through BITC.

Serah is our head teacher. She was 
part of our first batch of students 
under BPTTC.

She returned 
to Port Moresvy, got married and is now 
teaching in our new preschool.

Peggy is our other teacher. She was part 
of the second batch of students under 
BPTTC. She graduated in 2023 and stayed 
at BCC to serve. 

On Wednesday 26th June, Serah and 
Peggy sat with parents one-by-one to 
update them on their children’s progress. 
They also held a class party to celebrate 
the end of their first term as a preschool.
